INTRODUCTION  
Access to justice is one of the fundamental principles of the Constitution of Tajikistan. The implementation of this principle implies, on the one hand, the proper organization and operation of the judicial system itself, and the other - the trust of the citizens in the judicial system, which affects the willingness and interest of the citizens in the protection of rights through the judicial system.

How access to justice is realized today in Tajikistan? The research literatures represent a few number of publications based on a study of the situation in Tajikistan. They can be divided into two groups: one of them is the analysis at the level of the judicial system. The second group is the study of the situation from the point of view of the population, consumers of legal services.

Among the works of the first group there are researches conducted by the American Bar Association in 2005 - "The Legal Profession Reform Index for Tajikistan", in 2008 - "Judicial Reform Index for Tajikistan"
 as well as in 2009 - "Access to justice in the aspect of providing free legal aid in Republic of Tajikistan"
. Summarizing the results of the researches the identified problems incorporated into the legal system itself can be noted - the lack of independence and as a consequence - the corruption and lack of transparency associated with it.  Also the lack of qualified personnel, the low level of professional training of lawyers and low salaries of official solicitors are important. 
The second group of studies, that is the needs of the population in legal services and access to them, was considered in studies carried out in 2011
  by EFCA and in and in 2012 by the Legal program of OSI AFT. According to a study of "Equal Before the Law?" a combination of factors was identified that was hindering access to justice - the reluctance to divulge (involve the third party) a legal problem, the low legal literacy, lack of access (physical - distance and cost - it's expensive), corruption and the idea of ​​it and the problems in the legal system itself. The study "Legal services: the needs of the population and practicing mechanisms (methods) of resolutions,"
 considered the practices of the dispute resolution by the population.  The most common mechanism for resolution of the legal disputes is the informal ways – usage of the friendships and social ties.   One of the hindering barriers to resolve the legal dispute is the lack of information on the ways of resolution as well as the distance and cost of transport (for the villagers).   
Methodology

In 2011 EFCA has initiated "Equal Before the Law?" study that revealed the lack of documents is one of the key barriers to the access of vulnerable population to justice. For example, the lack of the marriage registration while divorcing can be a barrier to women while addressing divorce and division of property issues. Based on the results of the study, EFCA has decided to look deeper into the problem with the documentation and the causes of such problems.  
This Report is written on the basis of:

· Results of the research which was conducted in rural areas by the research company M-Vector in 2012 with the usage of the questionnaire method;

· Database of the Free Legal Advice offices located in all the regions of the country for February 2012-June 2013; 

· Interview with the representatives of the NGOs, including those ones who work with the target group.  
As it was already mentioned the main research hypothesis identifies the lack of basic identification documents (Passport, residence registration, as well as Certificate of marriage registration and the Birth certificate of the child) as a significant barrier to rural women's access to justice. According to the hypothesis the following research questions were formulated:
·  What legal problems faced by the TG are the most common? The answer to this question reveals the challenges faced by the majority of the population;
· Is the lack of documentation conditioned by the legislation barriers?  If not, does the lack of documentation have structural, institutional character or is it the approved social practice? Answers to these questions will determine which stage acts as barrier on the way to access to justice: the legislative, institutional or social practices; 

· If it is a social practice, then under the influence of which factors is it formed? The answer to this question will determine the reasons contributing to the presence and reproduction of this practice;
· What groups of TG are the most vulnerable by the presence of basic identification documents? The answer to this question will identify those groups who are potentially at-risk groups in the time of necessity to access to justice.
 Formulation of these research questions led to the solution of following tasks:
1. Identify the legal problems which TG encounters with   
2. Identify the most common legal problems and to give a brief socio-demographic characteristics of the TG in distribution on legal issues
3. Identify the typical situation in which the lack of basic identification documents is possible
4. Determine if the lack of basic identification documents has structural institutional character 
In order to solve these tasks the research results were used, as well as database provided by the Legal advice offices operating in the rural areas of four regions of RT under the assistance of Eurasia Foundation of Central Asia. The database contains information on applications for the period from February to December 2012 and also an analysis of legislative documents was conducted.
Further work with the TG supposes, on the one hand, the definition of reasons for the lack of documentation, and the other hand more clear understanding of the target group, because the concept of "rural woman" is quite extensive. To determine the vulnerable in the target group, that is, those who are potentially at-risk groups in the time of necessity to access to justice the clustering respondents is needed. This information can be used as a basis for work on women's access to justice. The basis for clustering is the attitude of respondents to the basic identification documents, an understanding of the importance and necessity of such documents. So, the next step for the implementation of this task was:     
5. Determine the segments for drawing the "Portrait of the respondent of the most vulnerable social groups". 

This task is implemented on the basis of the research data.  
Research Parameters  
Target group: rural women aged 18 and elder 
Target regions: DRS, Khatlon oblast, Sogd oblast, GBAO

Research Method: «face-to-face» Interview
Sampling: total sample size – 780.

Timing of the survey: the survey was conducted by the Research Company M-Vector from February to March 2012.

Database parameters
In the framework of the EFCA Project in RT a support was provided by the Legal advice offices, rendering free services to the population in the city of Dushanbe, DRS (Faizabad, Rasht), Sogd (Panjakent Kanibadam), Khatlon (Kabodiyon, Shaartuz) and GBAO (Murghab Vanj, Iskashim). Database of Legal advice offices, considered in this Report, includes information on 4,550 applications, collected in the period from February 2012 to June 2013.
 
There were registered visits of the applicants to Legal advice offices and the reasons of their visits were described in details. Remark that the ratio between males and females application was 49% and 51% respectively.

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In the next step men’s applications were excluded from the database. Thus, the total number of women who applied to the Legal advice offices composed 2,306. An analysis of the relevant sections of this Report was done on the basis of their applications. 
LEGAL ISSUES: SPECIFICITY AND EXPANSION LEVEL  
For an overall view of the specificity and expansion level of the lack of basic documents, the database of the Legal advice offices was used.
The category of the cases with which women applied 
 to Legal advice offices were grouped by the lawyers of the Bureau for Human Rights for further analysis. Based on the derived results, it was found that the most common issues that women appeal with legal advice are following:
· Family relations;

· Land and plots;
· Obtaining the documents of the civil state;

· Social protection and social security.

Family relations  
So, every second visit to Legal advice offices was done with the problem of “Family relations”. The components of this category are: 

· Legal issues in registered marriages associated with divorce process. This section includes, inter alia, issues of child support (alimony evasion or increase) settlement in the house of the former spouse, the division of property;
· Legal issues in marriages validated by "nikoh" only that is associated with the divorce process. This section includes questions about paternity, child support, child rights, registration of the  documents for the child;
· Legal order in adoption;

· Reduction of the age of consent;

· Domestic violence;
· Inheritance.
Chart 3. Legal issues of “Family” category, (%), n=1208.
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As can be seen from the data, the most common legal issues from the "Family" category with which women appeal are issues about divorce. Can we expand the data received to the entire universe? In other words, can we say that this issue is relevant to the population of the country? To answer this question, we consider the extent of divorce among the population. The numerical ratio of women to men in Tajikistan is 49.5 % and 50.5 %. This fact supposes a gender balance in the marriage market. However, labor migration, mainly represented by men of reproductive age, determines the gender bias by limiting the ability of women to create a family.
Because of gender bias the divorce is not classified as "deviant." However, divorce has unequal consequences for women and men in social practice. Consideration of statistics on divorce shows a positive trend of divorce (see Table 3). Note that the highest rates were recorded in Khatlon region.

Note that the divorce process entails for women a number of legal issues that need to be addressed: the division of property, alimony, and one of the most important, the determination of women’s place of residence after divorce. And, if the marriage is not registered in the CRO, then it raises a number of additional complexities to deal with legal issues. 
According to custom, the woman after marriage (we are talking about registered marriage, registered in the CRO and, at the same time, through "nikoh") lives in the house of her husband. Divorce raises the question of housing for women very badly, especially if she is not registered in the husband's house. In rural areas, they may even not accept her back to the paternal home.

“Especially in rural areas several families can live in the same house. And now, imagine how they will accept a woman with children to the household. Of course, they may accept her, but it will be not easy for her to live in the paternal home. Now, of course, according to the law she can be settled in the house of her former husband. But do you imagine how the life will be for woman in this house?”

Land Issues 
The next frequent legal issue is "Land/plots". This problem occurs due to a number of factors and the increasing demands of the population for the land. Rural residents compose 72% of the total population of Tajikistan. Agrarian feature of the economy of the country and low living standards together cause the value of the land issue to the population. The solution of this problem is as an opportunity to expand living space for several families living in the same household - construction of residential dwellings, as well as the ability to use the land for farming. One of the effects of labor migration is the fact that woman more and more takes on unusual for her earlier role of the family breadwinner, which automatically leads to the fact that she is forced to implement a triple role and "Survivor," "Responsible for the household" and "Responsible for the upbringing and education of children." In such situation, the need of women to increase their economic opportunities, including through access to land increases.
The whole complex of these factors explains the reason of the expansion of the "Land/plots" legal problem among women, because of which the following subcategories were withdrawn:  
· consultations on various issues associated with getting access to land
;

· establishment of the FE;
· obtaining land for the construction of residential dwellings or subsidiary farming;
· complaints about the action/inaction of government/law enforcement agencies (such as "representatives of the Committee on Land have illegally fined people. Where can they apply?").

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The category of obtaining civil status documents (Domestic passports, Birth certificates) was not broken down into sub-categories, as its share composed 5% in the overall list of legal problems.
General characteristics of the target group

This section describes only those respondents who applied for family relations, land issues, and civil status documents.
Almost half of the women, who applied with these issues, live in Sogd oblast - 46%. The next most frequently applied region is Khatlon oblast - 29%. Women aged 26-35 years visited Legal advice offices most often - 40%.

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According to one of the hypotheses of the study, the age of people facing legal issues may determine the nature of the problem. Database of the Legal advice offices confirm this hypothesis - the older the woman is, the more likely she is interested in the “Land/plots” issue. The issues of "Getting civil status documents" and "Family relations" in a greater degree touch upon young women.  

It should be mentioned that mainly the application of young women shows that they do not have information:
· about their rights:

· Can she get alimony for child support from her ex-husband?  
· Does she have right to take her property after divorce?  
· Does she have right for dwelling after divorce?  
· about necessity and significancy of identification documents:

· She didn’t have passport and her husband didn’t registered their marriage. What to do now after divorce?  
· What to do if they don’t accept to school without Birth certificate (the document was not executed on time)?    

Such questions of applicant for Legal advice offices are more typical for people aged 18 to 35 years old. That is, the lower the age of person faced with a legal issue is, the greater the possibility is that he/she will not know their rights.

And vice versa, the older woman is, the greater is awareness of what she can do. The mechanism of enforcement of her rights is more relevant for her, for example - What is the procedure for inheritance registration?

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BASIC DOCUMENTS: ABSENCE REASONS AND POSSIBLE   CONSEQUENCES    
Note that the basic identification documents considered in this Report are following:

1. Passport 
2. Residence registration
3. Certificate of Marriage registration 
4. Birth certificate
Let’s consider step by step a situation in which each listed documents may be absent and act as a barrier on the way of addressing legal problems.
All common legal issues that people applied with to Legal advice offices were divided into two categories:
a) issues the solution of which hindered by a lack of basic identification documents - 16%;
b) other – 84%.

and only those documents were considered that are associated with the first given reason - the lack of basic identification documents that complicate the solution of legal issues.

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Thus, we can say that in every seventh case of applicants who applied for the most common legal issues, the person did not have the necessary basic identification documents
.

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Passport 
The presence of the Passport was identified by us as a basis for issuing other documents. In other words, it was assumed that the absence of a passport automatically means difficulty in obtaining other documents. According to the Regulation on the passport system in the Republic of Tajikistan from 15.07.1997, passport as an identification document is issued to citizens at the age of 16.

General Regulations
The Passport of a citizen of RT is the main document certifying the identity of the citizen of RT...

All the citizens of RT at the age of 16 are required to have the passport of a citizen of RT. 

I. Issuance and usage of the passport of a citizen of RT  
Issuance and renewal of passports is produced by the Agencies of Internal affairs of the place of citizens’ residence and by the Diplomatic missions and Consular offices of RT for people permanently living abroad and acquired citizenship of RT.

To receive the passport of a citizen the following documents are submitted:  
· application in the form prescribed by the Ministry of Internal Affairs of RT;  
· Birth certificate (if applying for a passport for the first time);

· two black-and-white photographic card size 35 x 45 mm.

At the legislative level it is clearly and exactly spelled out - when and who can get a passport. According to the section "Issue and use of the passport of the citizen of RT" of the Regulation a) the achievement of age of 16 and b) the presence of a Birth certificate - is the basis for obtaining a passport. Also a mechanism for obtaining the document is prescribed quite clearly.
What is happening at the level of practice? As the results of the survey show, 7.4% of respondents don’t have a passport, and 92% of them (Figure 1) have this document.

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It is proper to ask a question: What can be the reason for the lack of the passport of the respondents whose age exceeds the limited by law age at the age of 16?
In a study conducted in 2011 by the Legal program of OSI AFT, "The low efficiency of government agencies in provision of services to the population” was concluded based on the responses of the respondents and focus group discussions. General terms established by law on the application of citizens of Tajikistan and special terms set for certain types of services (for example, obtaining Passport, Birth certificate , Social security benefits and payments) are not complied with. That is, the length of the period for receiving the document can act as a deterrent barrier. Multiple visits for the same document, the issuance of which is produced by the Agencies of Internal affairs at the place of residence of citizens, mean financial expenses that were attributed by respondents to the most significant articles.
 
Another reason, as shown by a number of interviews, it may be the lack of understanding of the need to obtain a passport as proof of identity.  
«When I went up to the University, then I received my passport. They required documents»

Interview with a young woman, 

At the time of interview she was 29 years old
“It (passport) was not needed. What for? When the matchmakers came we went and quickly issued the passport. We had to pay a fine”

At the time of interview she was 25 years old
On the basis of these data a preliminary conclusion can be made that the absence of a passport may be caused due to two interrelated factors:  
· lack of the understanding of the necessity for a passport presence,

· multiple visits to get passport that respectively requires significant financial costs. 

And below another reason of the lack of passport will be considered – that is to say the lack of a Birth certificate.
Under what circumstances the absence of a passport can be a barrier to access to justice?
“If there is no passport, and thus it is necessary to address the issue in a court, you cannot do anything. You need to get this passport.  It is impossible to get the court decision without passport, that Is, it is generally impossible to consider the issue in legal process. In general, each person should have a passport”.

Residence registration  

The presence of residence registration pursuant to Section of Regulation on the passport system "Residence registration, Registration, Notice of departure" is charged with the duty of every citizen. 
III. RESIDENCE REGISTRATION, REGISTRATION, NOTICE OF DEPARTURE
20. Citizens are required to register for permanent residence, to register at the place of temporary residence. Residence registration is produced by the Agencies of Internal affairs.
21. Followings are eligible to be registered at the place of residency:

· Citizens of RT who are permanently resident in its territory;

· Citizens of RT who are permanently living abroad and arrived in RT for a temporary residence for more than 6 months;

· Citizens of RT who came from one area to another area of RT for a temporary residence for more than 6 months;

· Foreign citizens and stateless persons permanently residing in RT;  
· Military personnel living out of caserne.

     Foreign citizens and stateless persons temporarily residing Tajikistan for official or private business are registered in the order established by the legislation of RT.  
In this Section the mechanism of Residence registration issuance is spelled out and all the necessary documents that are required for its implementation are indicated.   
  

22. Residence registration is done with the following identification documents:
· Registration of citizens of RT who have passports and permanently live in the territory of RT is done with the passports;  
· Registration of children under the age of 16 living apart from their parents (or guardians) - with the Birth certificates;
· Registration of citizens of RT residing abroad who came for temporary residence to RT for more than 6 months - with passports or equivalent documents;
· Foreign citizens and stateless persons permanently residing in the country – with the residence permit;
· CIS peacekeeping troops – with the statement submitted by the Command of Military Units and Institutions.  
23. Individuals subject to residence registration are required to submit following documents for residence registration within 7-day period to the passport division of the territorial Agencies of Internal affairs:
· application on the form prescribed by the MIA, consenting to the residence of the person providing the living area and all cohabiting adult family members;
· one of the documents referred to in paragraph 22 of this Regulation.

24. Upon residence registration at the place of residence a state duty is charged at the rate established by the legislation of RT.
In the survey the respondents were asked about the presence of Residence registration at the current place of residence. The absolute majority (94%, Chart 2) indicated that they have a Residence registration. As upon the analysis of the survey results as well upon the analysis of the database of Legal advice offices no situation with no Residence registration have popped up.

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Under what circumstances the lack of registration can be a barrier on the way to access to justice?"Residence registration can be absent if the person does not have a passport, he is not a citizen of this country. For example, a woman got married and moved to Tajikistan or she lives in the border area. Can it be a barrier? In the case of divorce the proof of the fact that she lived in the house - is enough."

Residence registration can be absent in the following cases: a) if no Passport; b) if the Notice of departure (departure / leave) from the place of residence was processed, but the Residence registration (temporary registration) is not made at the next place of residence yet. As far as we are considering only the applications of women, in this case, it can be assumed that women may be registered either at the place of parents’ residence or the place of spouse residence. An exception is admitted for the following categories of individuals: 
· Those who do not have Birth certificates. They are having trouble with obtaining a Passport and thus with Residence registration.
· Women who are married to citizens of Tajikistan. In this case there is a need to solve additional issues related to citizenship.
Certificate of marriage registration 
In Chapter 4 of "The state registration of the marriage" of the Law of RT "On state registration of acts of civil status," the procedure and mechanism of marriage registration and obtaining a Certificate of Marriage is described in details.

It is mentioned that application to CRO requires providing identification documents, that is a Passport. We can see a close correlation between the presence of the Passport and the possibility of getting a formal marriage and obtaining a Certificate of marriage registration. The lack of a passport automatically means an obstacle for the official registration of marriage.

Note that in Tajikistan two kinds of marriage - official (registered in the CRO and "nikoh") and informal ("nikoh") is practiced. Presence of Certificate of Marriage registration is possible in the official marriage. Marriage only through "nikoh" does not imply the presence of this document.
The consequences of non-registration of marriage and, accordingly, lack of the Certificate of marriage registration upon the dissolution of marriage are as following. Divorce is governed by the Rules of Civil Law, but not the Family Code of RT
.  After a divorce, such kind of legal issues are possible as a necessity to establish paternity to obtain Birth certificates for children, difficulty with the issues of alimony will arise, property claims, the right of children to inherit.
“When a woman who has not Certificate of Marriage registration and her marriage was proceeded only through" nikoh appeals with the alimony issues, then our lawyer for the preparation of the document and its submission to the judicial authorities initially addresses the issue of paternity and then obtains  child's Birth certificate. "He is addressing this issue at the jamoat level; this is the lower level of local government. And within their authority they have the right to issue this document (the Birth certificate).
Then - if she has property claims and she doesn’t have Certificate of Marriage registration then it should be proved that she lived in the house (if she lived in the house of her ex-husband. And if she did not live in the house of her husband, then it is a problem.)”

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Thus, the lack of a Certificate of Marriage registration characterizes such a social group as the second/third wives. Note that 52% of the total number of women who applied to the Legal advice offices appealed with the problems of "family relations" and 81% of them with issues such as alimony, property division, paternity, etc. 
Polygamy is a very common social phenomenon in Tajikistan. Unfortunately, quantitative data on the abundance of this phenomenon is not available. But there is data on such categories as unregistered marriage in the Agency of Statistics. And the data show that this phenomenon is more common in young women aged 18 to 29 years (see Chart 9). It should be noted that the concept of an unregistered marriage can include both polygamous unions, and civil unions (cohabitation) and nikoh. And in both cases we are talking about the unions, which are not officially registered.

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Birth certificate  
According to the article “The basis for the state registration of birth” the Birth certificate is issued upon the appropriate document/application presence. In case of its absence to receive the Birth Certificate needs a court decision establishing the fact of the birth of the child by this woman.

CHAPTER III. STATE REGISTRATION OF BIRTH
Article 16. The basis for the state registration of birth 
1. The basis for the state registration of birth is:  
· Set form of document on birth issued by the medical organization in which the birth took place; 
· Set form of document on birth issued by a doctor or nurses of medical organizations that provided medical care at birth or to which the mother appealed after childbirth, or by a person engaged in private medical practice at childbirth outside the medical organizations; 
· Statement of a person who was present at birth, on birth of a child out of medical establishment and without medical assistance (Law of RT as of 26.03.2009. № 496).;  
· Documents on finding, the age and sex of an exposed child (left) issued by the Agencies of Internal affairs, guardianship and medical organization.  
2. If there is no basis for the state registration of birth, prescribed in the part 1 of this article, the state registration of birth is made on the basis of a court decision on the establishment of the birth by this woman.
The legislation also provides a mechanism of obtaining the certificate in the case, if the marriage between the parents is not registered and, moreover, if a child is conceived by artificial means. In other words, different social practice versions are provided.
Article 19. The procedure of submitting information about parents in the

Birth certificate of a child
1. The mother and father who are married to each other are recorded as the child's parents in the Birth certificate at the request of any of them. Information about the child's mother is recorded in the child's Birth certificate on the basis of the documents specified in Article 16 of this Law, information about the child's father - on the basis of the Certificate of marriage registration of parents. 
2. If the marriage between the parents of the child is terminated, declared invalid by a court or if the spouse has died, but from the date of the divorce , annulment or the date of death of the spouse till the birth of a child passed not more than three hundred days, information about the child's mother is recorded in the Birth certificate in accordance to the order prescribed in Part 1 of this article, the information about the child's father - on the basis of the parents' Certificate of marriage registration or other document confirming the state registration of marriage , as well as a document confirming the fact and time of termination of the marriage.
3. If the parents are not married to each other, information about the mother in the Birth certificate is recorded in accordance to the order prescribed in Part 1 of this article. The information about the father in this case is recorded:  
· On the basis of the Act of establishment of paternity;

· On the basis of the mother’s statement in case if the paternity is not established.  
Child's father's surname is recorded on the mother's surname; name and patronymic of the child's father is recorded in accordance to mother’s statement in a written form.
Recorded information is not an obstacle to address the issue of paternity establishment.
4. Individuals who are married and who have given their consent in written form to the implantation of the embryo, in the case of the birth of their child as a result of applying these methods, are recorded in the Book of records of the birth as father and mother of this child (Law of RT as of 26.03.2009. № 496 ).
The content of the Birth certificate is also stated in the Law.  
Article 25. Birth certificate  
The Birth certificate contains the following information:  
· name, middle name, last name, sex, date and place of birth;  
· name, middle name, last name, citizenship and the nationality of the parents (one parent);  
· date of issuance and number of Birth certificate;  
· place of state registration of the birth (name of the agency that records civil status);  
· series, number and date of issuance of Birth certificate (Law of RT as of 26.03.2009. № 496)  
So in which cases the lack of the Birth certificate is possible?  
 "There are several reasons why the birth certificate is absent: a) The birth was given at home and the parents haven’t applied later for the relevant certificate (this case is covered by Legislation); b) the child was born during the Civil War or shortly thereafter, and issued child's Birth certificate is invalid. To obtain the certificate you should contact the relevant authorities, where the Certificate will be exchanged on the basis of the old-pattern. However, parents are not always aware of the fact that it should be exchanged until you run into problems; c) have lost a Statement from the hospital; d ) the parents don’t see proper to get this Certificate (usually, they get it later when the child goes to school. Actually all of these problems are resolvable.”

If the Certificate is not received on time, it is possible to get it from the district center, in the CRO. And in this case, besides the birth document that provides medical organization, where the child was born, parents also need to get a child’s Health certificate from the Health care facility.
The results of the survey show that such cases - the lack of Birth certificate is not common but some still is in evidence.

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Then why the parents do not care about getting this document for their children?  
“Not only the second or third wives (for children) haven’t Birth certificate. Those who are officially married also don’t often have it.  But in this case our lawyers are not concerned with establishing paternity. This is the difference.

People do not understand why they need these documents. They start obtaining the documents when they face problems.”

There is a correlation between the absence of a Certificate of marriage registration and Birth certificates  
Chart 14. The presence of a Birth certificate in distribution by the presence of a Certificate of marriage registration (%), 
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The results of the other studies, including those concerning this issue, also show that the situation with the lack of the child's Birth certificate is possible in cases where there is no understanding of the need to obtain the document.
 This demonstrates the lack of legal awareness of population. 

The lack of the Birth certificate is an obstacle (a key obstacle) in cases where the parents are divorced and the question of recovering alimony arises.  

THE PORTRAIT OF THE MOST VULNERABLE GROUPS
Rural woman is a concept referring to a fairly large social group. What classes of this group are the most vulnerable groups in legal terms? In order to determine the high risk group a cluster analysis was conducted, the groups (segments) of rural women were selected and the most theoretically vulnerable among them were identified.
1. The basis for implementation of this procedure
 is the perception of respondents about the need and importance of such documents as a Residence registration, Certificate of marriage registration and Birth certificate. As a result, respondents were unequally distributed into the three groups. Significant differences between the clusters are identified by categories such as age, education level and attitudes toward polygamy. Cluster №1 – 247 respondents (39,1%); 

2. Cluster №2 – 346 respondents (54,7%);

3. Cluster №3 – 39 respondents
 (6,2%). This group is not considered further. Reason: quantity received is not subject to further distribution.  
The next step after the groups’ distribution the two-dimensional distribution of some socio-demographic characteristics was constructed. Thus, the information allowing determining a portrait of the group was obtained.
In order to identify the most vulnerable groups following questions were chosen as indicators: “Do you support the idea of polygamy?", "What are the negative side of the polygamy?" Questions about perception of polygamy are grouped in a special category as the status of the second wife determines the possible legal problems. Specifically people who have such status are not provided official registration of marriage itself, which leads to difficulties in obtaining Registration (Residence registration) at the place of residence and, accordingly, at a divorce a woman faces with legal difficulties to resolve property disputes and alimony. Answers to these questions will determine the level of groups’ awareness on the consequences at the divorce of polygamous union.

Characteristics of the groups   
Based on received results we can say that the "first group", which is defined according to the study as the most vulnerable group, consists of younger age group. Two-thirds (67%) are women under the age of 35. Another "second group" is composed out of more elder age group.

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The majority of the representatives of "first group" have junior secondary and secondary education - 90%. It can be assumed that the education for this group is of no value. However, to substantiate such a claim requires conducting a separate study that will help to determine the system of value of the group for further work both with this group, with the younger generation and social environment affecting this group.
Education is one of the ways to maintain or change social status, including the possibility of achieving economic stability. The presence or lack of education is an indicator that allows allocating risk. Lack of education affects the restriction of mobility (for example, fewer employment opportunities), awareness about their rights and possibilities of protection.
For the "second group" the tendency to have a complete secondary and above average education is more common. It can be assumed that this group as an elder age group on the basis of experience recognizes the value of "Education" as a mechanism to expand their social mobility, that is getting a job. But to identify indicators that affect the desire of the group to get an education, a separate detailed consideration of this issue is required.

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According to the received data the main share from "first group" is formed by rural women from DRS (43%) and Khatlon (45%). Share of this group among the residents of Badakhshan is negligible. The main part of the "second group" are residents of Sogd oblast - 40%.

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Despite the fact that the "second group" is formed by more elder age group, there is almost the same percentage of unmarried women, as in the "first group". 
Chart 18. Distribution of segments by the marital status, (%), n=593 
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Thus, woman who belongs to the "first group" is of a young age, she has a secondary level of education, and lives mainly in the DRS and Khatlon.
Representative of the «second group» is of more elder age (57% of the group is older than 36 years old), this group is characterized by a tendency to getting education, live mainly in Sogd. 
Attitude to polygamous unions

During the survey the respondents were asked: Do they support the idea of ​​the acceptance of the Law on plural marriage?
The "first group" that is formed by a younger age group, completely (95 %) supports the initiative of polygamy. Note that according to the Agency on Statistics unregistered marriages are common to the age groups from 18 to 29 years old. This fact together with the others supposes the possibility that among next younger generations this type of family union will be widely practiced. The necessity for information and educational work among the women of this age can be proposed as one of the recommendations.
Note that the "second group" is less inclined to support polygamy - 45%. This can be explained by the fact that more than half (57%) out of the group are over 35 years (Charts 10, 13).

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According to the respondents what is the negative side of this social phenomenon as "polygamy"? For the "first group" the negative side of the status of "second wife" is loss occurrence of financial support - 77% (Chart 16). For the elder generation ("second group") along with the loss of financial support (39%) important is the fact that a man cannot always be present in the family (38%).

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There is an interesting difference of opinion between the respondents of 1st and 2nd groups on what may motivate a woman to agree for the unregistered (mostly Muslim) marriage. It can be concluded that the young women of the DRS and Khatlon oblast are more religious and for the second group of respondents the family relationships are at the first place:

It is notable that the "first group" indicated the court as the only authority that can resolve the issue (Annex, Table 2) when they were asked the question of where they will apply to in the case of divorce. The Institutes of mediation (Elders, Women's council board), which could help settle the dispute, are not considered as possible mechanisms for the resolution of the legal issue. This approach to address the issues may characterize them as radically disposed.
Less radically are disposed the "second group", who also specified such social mechanisms as village elders, local religious leaders as the institution of appeal. They also trust the Women's Council board, Legal advisory services.

SUMMARY
The main research hypothesis identified the lack of basic identification documents (passport, residence registration, as well as certificate of marriage registration and the birth certificate of the child) as a barrier to rural women's access to justice.
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According to the hypothesis the following research questions were formulated:
· Is the lack of documentation conditioned by the legislation barriers?  Does the lack of documentation have structural, institutional character or is it the approved social practice? If it is a social practice, then under the influence of which factors is it formed?; 
· What legal problems faced by the TG are the most common? 
· What groups of TG are the most vulnerable by the presence of basic identification documents?
The study has identified the following:

· 7.4% of the respondents don’t have passports;

· 5.6% of women don’t have the certificate of marriage registration;

· The residence registration of 6.1% of respondents was absent;

· 6.7% of respondents don’t have birth certificates.  In this case, there is a correlation between the lack of a certificate of marriage registration and birth certificates.
The survey also brought evidence that rural women believe the courts and the police are the most effective agencies/authorities that can really help them in the event of difficulties at the divorce process. The least they rely on crisis centers and non-governmental organizations.
Analysis of the data showed:  
· the most common legal issues faced by women are "Family relations", "Land issues", "Obtaining civil status documents" and "Social protection and social security"; 
· it should be mentioned that every second woman applies with the family issue. The most common legal issue from the category of "Family relations", which women apply with, it is a divorce;
· divorce process entails for women a number of legal issues that need to be resolved - the division of property, alimony, and determines the place of residence of the woman after divorce. And, if the marriage is not registered, then it raises a number of additional complexities to deal with legal issues arising because of divorce; 
· the older the woman is, the more likely she is interested in the “Land/plots” issue. The issues of "Getting civil status documents" and "Family relations" in a greater degree touch upon young women;  
· the lower the age of person faced with a legal issue is, the greater the possibility is that he/she will not know their rights;
· At the legislative level, there are no barriers to obtain such documents as the Passport, Residence registration, Certificate of marriage registration, Birth certificate;  
· the review of the most common legal problems (family relations, land and plots, obtaining civil status documents and real estate) showed that there was not had the necessary basic identification documents in every ten applied cases;
· marriages through "nikoh" are more common in young women aged 18 to 29 years old. 
According to the analysis conducted on the basis of the clustering of women surveyed in rural areas, the most vulnerable group if the "first group" which is:
· represented by younger age groups. Two thirds (67%) are women under the age of 35 years;
· they have junior secondary and secondary education - 90%; 
· they live in rural areas in DRS (43%) and Khatlon (45%);
· they are loyal to polygamy and completely (95%) support the initiative of polygamy;
· they consider the possibility of loss of financial support as a negative side of divorcement of polygamous union - 77%;
· the other consequences of divorce are non-obvious for this group, which may indicate the low level of awareness of the law.
RECOMMENDATIONS
On the basis of the results the following recommendation can be done which will improve access to justice for rural women from the most vulnerable segments of the population:
1. conduct awareness campaign on several directions: 
a) an explanation of the necessity of presence of the basic identification documents; 
b) an explanation of the differences between monogamous and polygamous unions in legal terms, as well as the consequences of a divorce;  
c) an explanation of the topic on "The rights of women and their children" after the divorce;
While developing an awareness campaign a special focus should be given to women under the age of 35 years living in Khatlon and DRS;

2. foreasmuch as the focus is directed to the most vulnerable segments of the population whose paying capacity is probably low, the international organizations are encouraged to continue supporting Free Legal advice offices; 
3. due to the fact that citizens do not always have information on the order of applying to state authorities and what documents are required when applying, the relevant authorities should improve the mechanisms of notification of citizens on these issues;
4. according to the data, a polygamous marriage is more common for young women aged 18 to 29 years. And they consider the possibility of loss of financial support as a negative side of divorcement of polygamous union. Taking into account these facts, we recommend to provide chance to these women to get Birth certificates for their children free of charge.

Article 33. The basis for the state registration of the marriage  


The basis for the state registration of marriage is the joint application of the persons who decided to marry. 


Article 35. Application on marriage 


Individuals, who are getting married, apply in a written form a joint application on the marriage to the Agency of civil status registration. The mutual consent to the marriage should be confirmed in a joint application and the circumstances that prohibit the marriage Article 14 of the Family Code of the RT should be absent. The following information must be included in a joint application for the marriage:  


Name, middle name, last name, date and place of birth, age, citizenship, nationality, place of residence of each of parties (Law of RT as of 31.12.2008. № 483);


Surnames that marrying people chose;


Requisite elements of documents certifying the identity of the marrying people.


     Individuals, who are getting married, should sign a joint application on marriage and indicate the date of its compilation.








     Simultaneously with the joint application on the marriage it is required to provide:  


identification documents of the intending spouses;  


proof of termination of previous marriage, if the person(s) were earlier married;   


a copy of the Death certificate of a spouse (wife);


court's decision on consent to the marriage before reaching the age of consent, if the person(s) who are getting married are minors in accordance with Part 2 of Article 13 of the Family Code of the Republic of Tajikistan. 


if one of the intending spouses is a foreign national or a stateless person, the document confirming his/her residence on the territory of RT for at least one year and the marriage contract (Law of RT as of 25.03. 2011. № 711) must be provided in an obligatory procedure.

� Taking into account that the focus is on rural women, results on Dushanbe were excluded from the database. 





�  In the database of legal advice offices this indicator is designated as "Primary type of application".


� Taking into account the goal and objectives of the study, this reason of applications of citizens of RT to legal advice offices was not considered. The category of "Violation of the law" in this case includes following cases: a quarrel between neighbors, theft, etc.

The presence of the residence registration is possible if passport is available. When applying for a passport the residence registration is issued on the same day. The passport will not be issued without the house register (if you own a house) or order (if the dwelling belongs to the government). In the house register/order the information about the issuance of the passports is entered and the residence registration is stamped.
